Other Business/Discussion

Building Official Chris Byrd opened the meeting stating that a review of the International Building Code (IBC) amendments showed they are mostly administrative, updating the year from 2018 to 2024. There are no significant local amendments to the building code itself. Discussion ensued regarding proposed amendments to the Mechanical and Fuel Gas Codes, with a new requirement proposed for the Mechanical Code to require test and balance reports for specific occupancies listed in Table 403 of the Mechanical Code. 
Amendments to the International Plumbing Code (IPC) were discussed, focusing on irrigation, prohibited locations, air testing, vent sizing and pan drain sizing.  Plumbing Code discussion continued, covering a new requirement for sewer tracer wires, Mr. Conder spoke in favor of the tracer wire, noting its long-term value for locating sewer pipes when original drawings are lost.
The discussion shifted to the International Residential Code (IRC), some amendments to the IRC’s seismic provisions were reviewed, confirming the continued use of the Memphis/Shelby County alternative compliance method. A proposed requirement for finished floor elevation to be 10 inches above exterior grade will be removed due to potential conflicts and redundancy.  The Board will evaluate whether to continue deleting the IRC electrical chapters if they are identical to the NEC.
Residential storm shelter requirements, including the mandatory ICC 500 reference, will be revisited in detail during a future meeting.
